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® Course description:

Applied linguistics is concerned with applying the results of linguistic research
to decision-making in the real world. There are many areas in which linguistic research
1s relevant to real-world issues, and thus the scope of applied linguistics is broad and
encompasses many diverse but related areas. Applied linguistics was originally
associated with language teaching and learning, however it is also related to such areas
as business communication, language policy and planning, translation, lexicography,
institutional discourse, medical communication, discourse analysis among others. In
this course, students will become acquainted with how linguistic research has been used
in these areas through readings from The Routledge Handbook of Applied Linguistics.
This handbook 1s composed of 47 chapters, each of which deals with one area that is
germane to applied linguistics. As there is not time to cover all of the chapters and
areas, the instructor will make a plan together with the students about which chapters
and topics to cover. As a goal of the course is for students to gain a broad understanding
of the field of applied linguistics, the course will concentrate on areas of particular

Interest or areas with which the student is unfamiliar.

@® Main Goals of the Course

The main goal of the course is for students to gain a basic understanding of some
of the many areas in which linguistic research is put to use. This entails learning about
different types of linguistic research, what kinds of results can be obtained from them

and how those results can be used.

@® Course schedule:

This is a one-year (two-semester) course. At the start of the course, the
instructor and students will plan together and select 15 chapters to cover for the first
semester. At the beginning of the second semester, the instructor and students will

make a plan for covering 15 more chapters.

Assignments and due dates

For each chapter the student will write a short (250-500 word) review of main
points or selected points from the chapter. The review will include summary and
discussion of those points. Students should complete 15 reviews each semester. Inthe
first semester, 3 reviews should be submitted by the end of April, and 4 reviews in May,

June and July. In the second semester, students should submit 4 reviews in October,

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@® Course Description

This course is designed to give directions for research to doctoral students with an
interest in general or formal semantics of English or Japanese. Students registered this
course must conduct a research project in consultation with the thesis advisor. They must
complete a thesis according to the graduate school regulations, and successfully defend
it, and finally the thesis must be presented and approved by the committee in the third
year.

Students are expected to have in-depth knowledge in the major areas of semantics
(and also a basic knowledge of logics that is often used to analyze semantic data and
build theoretical frameworks), and become familiar with current research issues in the
fields of formal or general semantics, and the current trends in semantics theories in
natural languages.

The coursework consists of class attendance called ‘schooling’ and written reports.
Schooling is scheduled four times a year in the first and second years and two times in
the third year. Each schooling session consists of four class hours, and sessions are
scheduled in April, August, December and February of each year. The details of the
schooling will be announced by the Graduate Office.

The following areas will be covered in the schooling: (1) the basic technique of using
logics (including a set theory and a model theory) as a tool for semantics; (2) semantic
concepts such as anaphora, quantification, monotonicity and tense; (3) current research
issues such as negation, negative polarity, generalized quantifiers, dynamic bindings and
scope/focus problems and (4) thesis writing on specific issues in English phonetics and
phonology.

Specific topics for the schoolings will be given by the thesis advisor in due course, and
the students are required to read the materials specified by the advisor before the
schooling sessions.

Students are expected to read all the materials assigned by the advisor. There will be
no regular lectures in this course except schooling: students are expected to do research
on their own in accordance with the instructions given by the advisor. Any questions on
this course should be submitted to the graduate office through e-mail or postal mail and

will be answered by the advisor.

@® The Main Goals of Course
At the end of this course, a student should be equipped with an advanced knowledge

of formal semantics and logic, and to have a skill of discussing or analyzing a wide range
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of semantic data.

@® Course Schedule

Students are required to turn in one each research report on the topics of their own
research conducted in the first and second years. The report may be written in either
English or Japanese, using A4 size paper: 36 lines/page, 80 characters/line (Font: Times
or Times New Roman, 10.5 point), 12 — 13 pages (around 5,000 words) in English; or 36
lines/page (Font: Mincho-type, 10.5 point), 40 Japanese characters/line, 7 - 8 pages
(around 8,000 Japanese characters) in Japanese. The report should be turned in to the
Graduate Office by the specified date and must be approved by the advisor. If the paper
is evaluated as unsatisfactory, they have to revise and submit it again for approval.

Students are required to present a paper at national-level academic conference at least
one time either in the second or third year of their research. They must prepare and
present the paper under the directions of their thesis advisor. Further, they are required
to contribute their own paper(s) to the university-funded research journal and/or

academic research journal(s).
