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Tourism in Japan

Spring and Fall 2 Credits Murata Kumiko

In this course, you will learn the major sightseeing spots in Japan, including the traditional “must see” places as well as the
venues that became popular recently.

The aim of this class is for students to acquire basic knowledge on major sightseeing spots in the Central Japan area as
well as other popular touristic destinations

At the end of the course, students should be able to remember the names of 47 prefectures, understand the main features
of historical sightseeing spots and obtain knowledge on the relevant cultural heritages.

The lecture is given by a teacher who is currently working as a guide with a national government certificate.

Students will give the oral presentation of a sightseeing spot at the end of the course.

<Objective>
The core goal of this course is to enable students acquire basic knowledge about well-known historical/cultural heritages.

<Language>
Typically classes are given in Japanese in spring term and in English in Fall term. For students
who want to attend the class in Spring term, Japanese language skill of Level 3 or equivalent is preferred.

A mini test of 47 prefectures is given in each class in order to help students learn basic names and locations of Japanese
prefectures.
