Japanese Folklore is a field of study to research customs, vernacular traditions, and other activities that
have been handed down by people up to the present day. We will trace back from the present to the past and
visiting the ancient past. In this course, we will examine throughout the lectures the nature of the
“negotiation between gods, nature, and humans” in ancient Japan, particularly following the speculations of
folklorist Ken—-ichi Tanigawa
